CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER AND PLEDGE

II
ADDITIONS AND CORRECTIONS AND APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES


With a motion by Vice President White and a second by Commissioner McKinney the minutes of the last meeting were approved. 3/0.

III
DISCUSSION OF THE BILLS WITH A MOTION TO PAY


The clerk noted that the Tecumseh Land Trust is not a bill but a request for a donation. The donation has not been made in the past. Commissioner McKinney inquired about a mileage bill for one of the officers who attended court. The explanation was that the officer had to use his own vehicle as the cruiser was in the shop being repaired. Vice President White noted that the others employees get to collect for mileage when they attend a required course or meeting. The clerk noted that she was not sure this situation had ever happened before, with the cruiser not being available. Vice President White noted that if the village could not provide a vehicle then the mileage should be paid. Vice President White  alerted Josh Rice to a loose manhole cover left by Capital Electric.  Commissioner McKinney made a motion to pay the bills and Vice President White seconded the motion. The motion carried with a vote of 3/0.

IV
VILLAGE MANAGER'S REPORT

The interim Village Manager, Josh Rice noted that Mayor's Court reports were placed into the packets. Mr. Rice submitted the YNA Enterprise Zone Agreement Status Report. He submitted the Ohio EPA 2008 Sewer and Water Rate Survey. The interim Village Manager met with Scott Schmidt, representing the TCC, concerning the 41- 42 project. Mr. Rice passed out the fund report showing all costs and funds available for the project. The village would possibly need to come up with $35,000 to $30,000. Mr. Rice and Ms. Spears met with the Security bank about possible loans for the project. The branch manager gave them information on several options if money has to be borrowed. Mr. Rice is in contact with Donna Slagle, the LPA coordinator, who laid out information on bid packets and guidelines for local let projects. The interim village manager has scheduled hydrant flushing on April 9, and brush chipping is scheduled for the week of April 13-17.  The dates are on the Library message board. The cemetery is in the process of being cleaned up and foundations orders are in the process of being filled. 

Mr. Rice noted to the commissioners that the pool has an outstanding water bill. The village has donated water to the initial fill and cleanup last year. The pool has not paid a bill since June of 2006. The commissioner discussed giving the pool the initial fill-up again, but the pool representatives need to provide the commissioners with something in writing about their situation. President Hines noted that a discussion with the pool representatives needs to take place. 

Mr. Rice commented that the Police Handbook needs some more work. Vice President White has changes he will address with Mr. Rice. 

The drainage issue on Clifton Rd was discussed. President Hines noted that they had received figures for minimum repairs. He noted that Curt Miller had offered to help lay the tiles. The discussion ensued about the repairs being cheaper than the litigation. President White noted that the plans need to be looked at so the village does not repair something that was not in the original plan. Tim Amlin, the developer has been contacted, but has not responded. Jim Peifer suggested checking with the county to get the information as to what was in the original plans and if it was done according to the plans. 
Mr. Rice questioned the commissioners about the Zoning Inspector delegation. They answered that the Village Manager is usually the Zoning Inspector. 

Mr. Rice relayed to the Commissioners that a person had inquired about buying one of the cabooses. Vice President White noted that he thought the cabooses should be improved. He suggested that maybe some local art students from the high school could put logos on them and help spruce the cabooses up.

Mr. Rice commented on the condition of High Street. The road is mostly gone. Southwest Landmark is not offering any help for the damage that their business is contributing to the conditions of the street.  The commission suggested that traffic and truck weight limits could be regulated. Mr. Rice is to call Southwest Landmark about the problem.

ACTION ITEMS


Resolution #02-2009 repealing resolution #2-2007 and naming a representative and alternate representative to the Transportation Coordination Committee policy Board  was read. President White made a motion to pass the resolution and Commissioner McKinney made a second. With a vote of 3/0 the motion carried. 

VI
CLERK'S REPORT


The clerk noted that she had given the commissioners a cash summary report which was sent to the web site. She gave them a comparison report to show R.I.T.A.'s collection progress at this time versus the village collections at this time last year. The report showed a savings of over $2,000. The Auditor Reports were passed out to the Commission. Clark Schaeffer and Hackett offered a meeting with the commission concerning the report about the audit.  The clerk noted that she has sent the new LGS numbers to the Clark County Auditor and the second amended certificate is slow in coming.  Beverly Taylor Richards wanted the commission to know that she appreciated the water department alerting her to an outside leak.  The water department continues to do courtesy call on high bills. 
The clerk noted that the PMV fund can be put into the black by moving money from the general fund from the line items of medical and administrative salary to the PMV fund. The clerk will call her representative from LGS to ask for assistance.  President Hines noted that the audit report addressed internal controls over the financial operations of the village. 

VII
CHIEF'S REPORT


The chief reported on domestic violence reports and a fight in the park. The chief reported on his research on buying new cell phones and upgrading to NEXTEL. He also checked with REM communications about cell phones and Sprint NEXTEL. The contract on the phones has expired and there will be no new contract fees.
