APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES


Vice President White moved to approve the minutes. Commission McKinney made a second and the minutes were approved by a vote of 3/0.

III
DISCUSSION OF THE BILLS WITH A MOTION TO PAY


Vice President White questioned the 65% payment of the former Village Manager's insurance. He  is aware that COBRA is a program where the inividual maintains his or her own insurance. Mr. Piefer will look into the matter. Commissioner McKinney moved to approve payment of the bills. Vice President White made a second and with a vote of 3/0 the bills were approved to pay.

VILLAGE MANAGER'S REPORT


Mr. Rice noted that Mayors Court reports had been received. Mr. Rice used some vacation time the week of July 13. He reported on a conversation he had with Liquid Engineering . The price of $5420.00 discussed at a previous meeting was confirmed for Vice President White to be a minimum fee. Mr. Rice talked to London Ohio for references concerning the company. Bellefountain has not returned his calls. Mr. Rice also talked to Pittsburg Tank & Tower about getting an estimate on work on the water towers. They will comply soon.

Mr. Rice and Mrs Spears looked over the funds and decided it was feasible to buy the new chipper outright. The Chipper was purchased from Vemeer Company and was delivered on Friday July 17. Vice President White asked about an extended warranty on the machine. He also suggested in the future, that the village look into selling old equipment on a government site before replacing the equipment, as opposed to trading the equipment in. 

Mr. Rice has been reading through information on the 41 project. Mr. Canter will help Mr. Rice get bid packets together for the project. Donna Slagle from ODOT will send outline packets for the project. Eggeman Engineering is completing the third set of plans.

The expanded metal has been purchased to secure the cabooses. 

Mr. Rice has been talking to ODNR concerning the grants for the skateboard park. Mr. Shipley of ODNR was under the impression that the village was furhter along in the project than they really are. Mr. Shipley thought the Commission had more knowledge of the project and was aware of what was happening with the project. In order to proceed with an extension another letter has to be sent to ODNR explaining the intent of the village towards the project. President Hines noted that the commission really did not have any information given to them. Vice President White noted that with the distruction at the trailhead and the 10 day due date, that there were more important projects to spend the money on. President Hines noted that the village would have to come up with $25,00 for a $100,000 project. Mr. Rice agreed that the match of the village had to be 20% to the 80%. He explained that the project was heading toward a total of $104,000. Mr. Peifer noted that he needs to look at the document to see what the village obligation is for turning down the grant. President Hines commented that a park could be built for a lot less money. Mr. Peifer said that there may be a possibility to get another entity to match the grant. 

Mr.Rice noted that he and the clerk have been discussing money received by the Turner Foundation for the construction of restrooms. It was noted that the scope of the project was going to exceed $25,000. Mr. Peifer suggested that the source of all the money needs to be researched. At this point all money seems to be from local entities.

Vice President White stated that the location of the restrooms brings up the question of where to hold court. Mr. Peifer said the books need to be checked as far as ordinances or resolutions accepting the grant money.

ACTION ITEMS


R.I.T.A. needs the commission to make a decison on how to handle delinquent tax payers. The commission voted unanimously to allow RITA to send a letter to the tax payer. If there is no response then RITA will send a subpoena for the records.

Mr. Peifer told the commission that they could act during the present meeting. President Hines moved to hire Mr. Rice as the Village Manager. Commissioner McKinney made a second and with a vote of 3/0 Mr. Rice was hired as the Village Manager. 

Discussion ensued about the job description for Village Manager. Mr. Peifer suggested that there be an ordinance written to approve the  job description of the Village Manager. 

Vice President White questioned the progress of the drainage issue on Clifton Rd. Mr Rice has been in conversation with the county. Mr. Nicolini has received the Village resolution and will schedule the project. Mrs. Brendtke is informed of the progress.
