VILLAGE MANAGER'S REPORT



The village manager reported that he is receiving estimates on street patches regarding the water main break damage to the corner of Woodward and Church Streets. Mr. Rice is also obtaining estimates for the construction of new steps at the sewer plant. Concrete work also needs to be done at the street where trees are heaving up the sidewalk.  He is looking to local businesses also. Paint has been purchased for the street maintenance. The village workers are trimming trees along the streets. Mr. Rice noted that there are about 4 trees to be removed. Mr. White asked if the trees were all going to be removed. Mr. Rice noted that a lot of the large shade trees were planted too shallow and caused problems with the stability of the sidewalks.  Mr. White commented that he liked the looks of a tree lined street and wondered if they would be replaced eventually. Mr. Hines noted that he liked the trees also and the discussion ensued that compatible trees with the infrastructure could be planted in the future. 


Mr. Hines asked if the new chipper had been used. Mr. Rice stated that the chipper had been used  in the past week at the bike path.  T he new chipper was more efficient than the old equipment. Mr. McKinney asked if fall cleanup was on the schedule. Mr. Rice noted that a fall cleanup will be scheduled. 

Mr. Rice invited the Commissioners to visit the cabooses with him. He is currently cutting the metal for the windows to secure the cabooses.

CLERK'S REPORT


The clerk noted that she had given the commissioners fund and revenue status reports. She also had placed the July reconciliation report in the packets for signatures. She noted that one revenue fund shows a  0.00  balance. That fund was the FEMA fund that was moved to other funds. She reported that she had placed some of the FEMA money into the wrong line item and had corrected that issue. The clerk and Village Manager met with Chuck Hawk from RITA. Mr. Hawk wanted to touch base with the village and report on a website that the village can utilize to check on deposits of the income tax filings. The village needs to amend the tax ordinance, stating that the village will not charge a penalty for not filing estimated quarterly taxes.

COMMISIONER COMMENTS


Mr. McKinney inquired about the fire hydrants being painted. The paint has been purchased and the fire department wants the hydrants color  coded as to pressure. Mr. Rice stated that the hydrants could be painted red and the bonnets could be painted later to denote the coded color per the fire department. 


Mr. White brought it to the commissioner’s attention, about an article he had read about getting demand meters to save electric at the sewer and water plant. Mr. Rice noted that most of the equipment runs 24/7. 


Vice President White asked how far north the curb and gutters will be installed when the 41 project takes place. Mr. Rice noted that it will go to the village corporation limits. There will be new installations around the radius on Old Springfield Rd and will connect to the existing structures. Curb gutter, walk and new approaches will be replaced on the East side of 41. 


Mr. Hines gave the commissioners his idea, that if a person in the employ of the village would secure a grant, they would receive an incentive of 5% of the grant if the grant was secured and used by the village.  He asked the other commissioners to think about the idea.
