II
ADDITIONS AND CORRECTIONS TO THE MINUTES

Kristina Conover spoke to the commissioners about recent health issues. She spoke on the topics of bed bug infestations rabies clinic, and the flu shot programs. Ms. Conover mentioned that a Rabies Vaccine Clinic will be held in September. She spoke on the vaccine available for the H1N1 flu strain.

VILLAGE MANAGER'S REPORT


Mr. Rice state that the painting on the curbs, gutters and school crossing was completed. The railroad crossing painting should be completed on the following day, weather permitting. Mr. Rice will meet with the Postmaster on Wednesday conferring about the issue of mailbox placements. Discussion ensued pertaining to the post office taking responsibility for the rules and regulations of allowing for post office boxes. The ordinance and resolutions of the past were discussed. More discussion will take place at the next meeting. Commissioner McKinney noted that section 4 should be left in that referred to the Village having no responsibility for damaged boxes. Mr. Rice noted that he had been in contact with the persons responsible for the new building at the schools. They are checking on permits. 


Mr. McKinney asked if the village has 2 mowers. Mr. Rice noted that there are 2 mowers at the cemetery.

CLERK'S REPORT


The clerk placed in the packets, a comparison report for the revenue and expenditures year to date, comparing 2008 and 2009. The clerk has been working with RITA on updating addresses and names of new residents. ODJFS has contacted the village in regards to the village paying a percent of extended state benefits for a person is no longer with the village. The clerk has talked to 3 different  people at ODJFS trying to find out why the village has to pay for a person who resigned.  A new Ohio Ordinance passed in March making the reimbursing employer pay for the charge.  President White asked the clerk to call the Village Solicitor on the matter. The clerk gave the commissioners the Ohio Revised code number so, they could reference it on the website.

CHIEF'S REPORT


The chief reported on domestic disputes. Chief Ehrle reported on the matter of a former officer using the Town Hall address as his personal address. He stated that the prosecuting attorney will file charges against the former employee.
VIII
COMMISSIONER COMMENT'S


Commissioner McKinney asked the Chief about 2 patrol cars being on the same street. The chief answered that one person was in training. Commissioner McKinney stated that the past ordinances referring to the mail  boxes were legislated because the post office had asked the village to do so. 


Commissioner White asked about the status of the website. The clerk answered that she had faxed forms to Australia where the web domain is located. The village is waiting for an answer. Vice President White asked if any progress had been made with Landmark on High Street. Mr. Rice has left messages but is not getting any call backs. The village could post a "no trucks" sign on High Street until the problem is addressed.
IX
PUBLIC COMMENT'S


Mr. Tillman asked if it was necessary for the squad to run sirens late at night. Chief Ehrle stated that if there was traffic the squad was to run sirens. Mr. Tillman asked if there was any communications between the Southeastern School board and the South Charleston Commission. Mr. Tillman stated  that the board has a great influence on the community and communications between the two boards would be beneficial.
