II
ADDITIONS, CORRECTIONS, AND APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES


Commissioner McKinney moved to approve the minutes of the last meeting. Vice President White made a second and the minutes were approved with a vote of 3/0.

DISCUSSION OF THE BILLS WITH A MOTION TO PAY


President Hines asked if the Eggeman bill reflected the third phase of the 41-42  project and if it was time to have bids submitted. Mr. Rice noted that bid packets could now begin to be readied for the bidding process.
Commissioner McKinney moved to accept and approve the bills for payment. With a second by Vice President White the bills were approved for payment.

VILLAGE MANAGER'S REPORT


Mr. Rice noted that Metropolitan Engineering had been hired by the Village to clean storm and sewer lines. The cleaning will continue the week of October 26th. The company is jetting out lines and using the camera on some lines. The drainage at the Catholic Church has been worked on but the Church will be having a meeting about the problem. No camera work was done at the site as the line was jetted and the company then got equipment hung up in the line. 

Mr. Rice noted that the maps are not correct. Cleaning has been done in the Murray drive area. Mr. Rice hopes to keep up the maintenance every year. Repairs are needed in some areas. 

The truck has been in the shop 3 times and the chipping has been delayed. It will begin next week as all equipment is repaired. 

The street sweeper is in the shop to have some preventative maintenance and adjustments.

ACTION ITEMS


Mr. Hines read Ordinance # 2009-9 an ordinance repealing ordinance #2009-1including the repeal of the existing Mayor's bond schedule and adopting a new bond schedule. Commissioner McKinney move to adopt the ordinance. Vice President White seconded the motion and the ordinance was adopted with a vote of 3/0/


Mr. Hines read resolution #2009-10 a resolution to confirm and approve authorizing the village clerk to transfer money with in the same fund. Vice President White called for a motion to adopt the resolution. Commissioner McKinney made a second to the motion and the motion carried. 3/0.

President Hines read Ordinance #2009-8 amending ordinance #2007-4 commonly known as the Village of South Charleston income tax ordinance for the second time.

CLERK’S REPORT

The clerk noted that she had placed bank statement totals and R.I.T.A. total deposit reports into the packets. The clerk passed out letters about the County Commissioners concerning the CEBCO coverage. The Clerk and the Village Manager attended a Township Association meeting the night prior concerning the issue. The meeting was attended by 2 insurance companies that were trying to be helpful with a new group plan. The employees of the village were given universal applications to fill out. David Waugh was called and information will be given to him to aid him in getting us a new rate. Doug Smith of Sequent and the Ohio Insurance Agency will be getting the information also to give us a rate.  The clerk and the Village Manager attended the Clark County Commissioners work session earlier in the day. Opinions were expressed at the meeting that the County Commission had treated the sub groups unfairly. The County has given a new due date of November 30, 2009. The clerk gave the commissioners a report on the cost of the health insurance since 2007.  The village manager noted that the townships are trying to put together a new group and they want representation from all entities. 

Mr. Hines gave some information on HSA accounts. Mr. Rice discussed the information given on HRA accounts. The Village Commissioners decision at this time is to stay with the county while other options are searched.

INTERIM CHIEF'S REPORT


Mr. Smith reported that the officers have all attended firearm qualifications training. Mr. Smith said 

all officers did a good job. On October 18th the 278 fire wing of the air national guard performed an exercise simulating an F16 air crash .
The police office purchased a new color printer which is needed for certain reports. 

VII
COMMISSIONER COMMENTS


Commissioner McKinney asked Mr. Smith if he had been given any information on the law officers getting the H1N1 shot. Mr. Smith has been getting information from the county on the updates. 

Vice President White noted that a citizen had a nuisance abatement request and that the Health Department had been notified. The Department was wondering what the Village nuisance policies were. 

Mr. Hines stated that it was nice to have drainage issues addressed. Mr. White noted that all problems will not be solved overnight but that the village can keep progressing.

PUBLIC COMMENTS


Larry Tillman commented on the cleaning of the storm and sewer lines. 

Herman Tinch had questions on the storm and drainage issues.

Vice President White made a motion to move into executive session.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner White. Motion carried 3/0.
