Mr. Rice has completed his grant writing course at Clark State. 


During the controlled power outage conducted by DP & L it was discovered that the generator was not working properly and it has been sent of for repair. Mr. Rice would like to look for a permanent generator that would be large enough to power the offices and traffic lights.
