TAX TIME
Village staff wants to remind all residents and anyone who works in South Charleston that he/she must file a Village of South Charleston income tax return whether or not any income tax is owed.  The filing date for income tax is Tuesday, April 15, 2008, and there is a 10% penalty for non-payment of any taxes that are due by this date.  Save the cost of postage and deposit your return at the front door of Town Hall in the slot marked “water bills.” If you remain unsure whether or not you need to file, check with Clerk Bonnie White; she will be happy to answer questions and help you complete the forms.
